PSI West Campus, Villigen PSI, Switzerland

The PSI West Campus is located at Villigen PSI West stop. We will walk over the bridge after lunch, and you can
pick up your badges from the security desk at the West gate. Please have some sort of ID with you for the
badge pick-up. If you arrive early, before the scheduled lunch, feel free to pick up your badge on your own. If
you arrive after lunch, please pick up your badge on your own and proceed to the meeting room. Just walk
straight towards the synchrotron. The meeting room is on the ground floor of the last building before the
synchrotron, on your right-hand side (see map below). Do not forget to hand in your badge at the security
desk at the end of the second day.

OASE restaurant at PSI campus

The PSI restaurant OASE (welcome lunch) is located just east of the Aare river (see map below). You can get
off either at Villigen PSI West bust stop, walk over the bridge and find OASE to your right or get off at Villigen
PSI Ost (East) walk towards the river and find OASE on your left. Please arrive on time so that we can keep up
with the tight schedule. | will try to meet everyone outside OASE. If we are not outside, take the right staircase
up and find us at the served area of the restaurant (just to the right).

How to get to PSI

By public Transport
The best way to reach PSl is by public transport (https://www.sbb.ch/en). Download the public transport (SBB)
app:

With this app you can plan itineraries, buy tickets everywhere in Switzerland with all the means of public
transport. Highly recommended and reliable app. The public transport in Switzerland works very well and is
almost always on time. You can reach PSI by bus either through Brugg or Siggenthal-Wurenlingen train
stations. You can even swipe in the up before getting on the bus/train and swipe out when you get off and the
system calculates the best fare automatically.

Typical commute times:
e Baden -> PSI West takes about 20 min
e Brugg -> PSI West takes about 20 min
e Zurich -> PS| West takes about 40-45 min
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By car

If you arrive to PSI by car you can park at any parking lot of PSI. The most convenient would be the PSI West
parking lot (see map below). Parking is not for free, but you can easily pay with a credit/debit card at the
parking meter.

By taxi

There is no benefit in reaching PSI by taxi, but if you insist, Uber/taxis come to PSI. Expect a notable charge...

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Hotel Accommodation

We recommend booking a hotel either in Baden or Brugg to be well connected to PSI. Baden (also dinner venue
is in Baden) is livelier than Brugg with things to keep you busy on a Thursday or Friday night. You can of course
pick a hotel also in Zurich if you can live with the longer commute to/from PSI. You can also book a hotel in the
villages close to PSI (Villigen or Wirenlingen), but we wouldn't recommend it. The best rates for those dates
can be found online.
